Course Prerequisite and Description
To enroll in this course, a student must have successfully completed English 1101 with a C or better. This course develops writing skills beyond the levels of proficiency required by English1101, emphasizes interpretation and evaluation of texts, and incorporates a variety of more advanced research methods. This course fulfills section A. 

Course Objectives and Goals

There are several objectives for this course. Students will be required to read and discuss critically literary texts in playwrighting, poetry, and fiction. Students must also demonstrate writing and research skills beyond that of English 1101 while addressing content and style convincingly and artfully. Thus, students should, by the end of the course, be able to investigate the ideas and effects of a text and write persuasive papers seeking a new route of inquiry.
